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Abstract
The abstract should include the study's scope, purpose, methodology, key findings, and conclusions. It should be presented as a single paragraph and not exceed 200 words. It should not include citations, non-standard abbreviations, or references to equations or figures. The abstract should adhere to the following standards: Background and Purpose: An introductory sentence stating why the study was conducted and its main purpose. Methods: A brief summary of the materials used, basic methods, experimental design, or analysis techniques. Findings: The most important and concrete data obtained (statistical significance indicated if possible). Conclusion: What the findings mean and their contribution to the literature. Originality/Impact (Significance): A single sentence emphasizing why the study is important.

Keywords: Include a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 6 keywords. Keywords should best reflect the content of the article, be arranged alphabetically, and be separated by commas. It is recommended to use complementary terms rather than repeating the same words from the article title. (Xxxxxx xxxx, Xxxx xxxxxx).
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1. Introduction
The introduction should present the current status of the study, review the literature, clearly define the main problem addressed by the study, and state the elements that make this research original and the objectives it aims to achieve. References should be formatted according to the latest version of APA style. Throughout the article, paragraph line spacing should be set to a minimum of 0, then 0, and a value of 14 nk. Paragraph headings should be indented. Justified alignment, Times New Roman font, and 10-point size are preferred.

For studies requiring ethical approval, the authorizing authority and the relevant ethical approval code should be specified. The use of subheadings is recommended to make the methods section more systematic. The number of repetitions and the statistical analysis must be clearly stated. International units of measurement (SI) should be used throughout the article. If there are generative artificial intelligence applications, they must be described in this section in accordance with our journal's generative artificial intelligence policy. References should be formatted according to the latest version of APA style. Throughout the article, paragraph line spacing should be set to a minimum of 0, then 0, and a value of 14 nk. Paragraph headings should be indented. Justified alignment, Times New Roman font, and 10-point size are preferred.
2.1. Subheadings
Like main headings, subheadings should be bold and follow the same paragraph formatting rules.
3. Results and Discussion
This section can be divided into subheadings. The data obtained should be presented in a logical order, clearly and concisely. The findings should be compared with existing studies in the literature; similarities, differences, and the scientific reasons for these results should be discussed. Repetition of data should be avoided; instead, emphasis should be placed on significant trends or statistical differences in the Tables and Figures. Table titles must be in English and sufficiently clear. Abbreviations and statistical differences within the tables should be presented as footnotes immediately below the table. Figure titles should appear below the figure. Figures in the article should be presented in high resolution (at least 600 DPI) and with clarity. Axis names and units in graphs and figures must be clearly indicated. References should be formatted according to the latest version of APA style. Throughout the article, paragraph line spacing should be set to a minimum of 0, then 0, and a value of 14 nk. Paragraph headings should be indented. Justified alignment, Times New Roman font, and 10-point size are preferred.
3.1. Subheadings

Figure titles should be detailed and, if possible, avoid abbreviations. Figure titles must be in English and appear below the figures. Table titles should use the following paragraph spacing: 6 spacing before, 12 spacing after, minimum line spacing, and a value of 14 nk.

4. Conlusions
This section should summarize the study's main findings and clearly state the research's contribution to the literature. Practical applications of the findings or suggestions for future research may be included. This section should not repeat the Introduction or Results sections.
Author Contributions
In this section, each author's contribution to the study should be clearly described. The following statements should be used: Author Name and Surname: Conceptualization, Methodology, Software, Validation, Formal analysis, Investigation, Resources, Data curation, Writing—original draft preparation, Writing—review and editing, Visualization, Supervision, Project administration.  
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Data Availability Statement
Authors should state the accessibility of the data supporting the findings presented in the article. Statements such as "Research data is available from the relevant author upon request" or "All data is presented within the article" may be used. If the data is stored in a repository, a link to the repository should be included.
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
